RE: Notification of Proposed Rule Readoption: 15A NCAC 18A .1511

Pursuant to G.S. 150B-21.2, this memorandum serves as the required notice to interested persons that the
Commission for Public Health (CPH) is proposing to readopt rule 15A NCAC 18A .1511, regarding the
sanitation of water supplies in local confinement facilities, with updates to clarify existing language and
align with current practices. CPH has submitted notice of its intent to readopt this rule to the NC Office of
Administrative Hearings (OAH).

In accordance with G.S. 150B-21.4 and G.S. 150B-21.3A(d)(2), the NC Office of State Budget and
Management determined that no fiscal note is required for this rule readoption, as all changes either impose
a less stringent burden on regulated persons or have no impact on state or local governments and no
substantial economic impact.
